Or you can add the links in manually using a text box. If you have a Facebook page, you should be able to add a “Like” box by using the Facebook tool. Just copy the customized bit of code and pop it into the HTML of your blog in the sidebar section. 

Download an SEO Tool Kit 
Whether you have a little or a lot of SEO experience, this little tool is a big help. Just enter the title, description, and keywords for your blog post for instant SEO love. 
Customize Your URL Format 

Many blogs come in with the built-in ability to customize your URL so that it’s more descriptive. If your blog URL pumps out a generic series of numbers every time you create a blog post, you need to change that before moving forward. The URL is a very important factor that search engines look for to determine what your page might be about. For those using wordpress, you can adjust your URL on your settings page. My favorite customization derives the URL from not only the title of your blog post, but the category you’ve selected for your blog post. 
Add the Disqus Comment Feature

I discovered Disqus when I was trying to find a solution to a common problem that I face when trying to comment on people’s blogs; I dislike having to type in all my information over and over again. It’s must easier when I just have to press “Connect with Facebook” or sign in using Open ID. That’s when I discovered Disqus. Disqus makes it easier to for people who visit your blogs to leave comments using already existing social media accounts. You may even find that people comment more often on your blog after installing Disqus! 

Add Social Sharing Buttons to Every Blog Post
How are your blog readers going to share your content with others? Make it easy for them by adding a few social sharing buttons at the end of every blog post. There are many plugins for Wordpress that can do this for you. Most blog writers agree not to hide these buttons in a drop down. Most people share content on just a handful of social networks. If you’re stumped on which buttons to add, I recommend adding Twitter & Facebook to start.
